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Law Enforcement Gyroplanes made in the USA
“Law Enforcement Gyroplanes are now available from The Butterfly Aircraft LLC,” said Valorie White, executive vice president of TBALLC.  As a public use aircraft these units can be delivered ready to fly to law enforcement agencies in the United States and countries around the world.

The Department of Justice has recently issued a grant for a gyroplane to the Tomball, Texas Police Department.  The DOJ has discovered the capability and affordability of gyroplanes.  The gyroplane can perform 90% of the mission of a helicopter at 10% of the cost.
Congressman Michael McCaul (R-TX 10) believes the technology can be very effective for both small and large police departments.  “I think it’s a better solution that is more cost effective,” he said.

Joe Peters, director of the Border Outreach Center, said the goal is to find out how they can do more with less.

TPD Chief Robert Hauck said the Gyroplane is more cost effective than a helicopter which would cost around 3 million dollars and an additional $700 to #1,000 an hour to fly it.  “A gyroplane cost from $33,000 to $80,000 and will last 10 years,” he said. “A Police car costs me $60,000 and will last me 4 years.”  A gyroplane costs less than $100 an hour to operate.

“Our Monarch, Aurora, and Turbo Golden Butterfly Law Enforcement Gyroplanes will be used to help law enforcement agencies in the US and around the world to have eyes in the sky that is affordable when governments are looking for ways to cut expenses and still protect their citizens,” said White.
A 33’ long “Mobile Command Center” enclosed trailer is also available to hangar, transport, and deploy the Law Enforcement Gyroplanes from remote locations.

“We plan on showing two of our Law Enforcement Gyroplanes at the Ultralight Field at Airventure 2011.
